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Biography

Matis JACKSON, whose real name is Mathieu SINITAMBIRIVOUTIN, is a 
Michael Jackson impersonator who performs songs and dances. This 
passion has been with him since his earliest childhood, beginning at the age 
of four. Thirty-four years later, his passion remains as strong as ever... 
Having become a professional impersonator some twenty years ago, he 
shares his performances and introduces audiences to his artistry at 
numerous events. From a very young age, he began performing at family 
gatherings, then at school fairs. Over time, his performances evolved, 
particularly as he invested in replica costumes of the star to achieve the 
most striking resemblance. In demand for all types of events—private 
parties, festivals, corporate events, and many others—Matis has built a 
national and international reputation as an artist impersonator. Further on 
in the press kit, you’ll discover his latest collaborations. In addition to 
dancing, Matis Jackson also works on his singing, specializing in vocal 
impressions of Michael Jackson.

He 
also believes it is essential to inspire 
awe in those who never had the 
chance to see him perform live, while 
always showing respect for the artist.

Artistic journeys

In 2020, he was discovered following 
an international casting call for 
Michael Jackson impersonators. Two 
concerts titled “Michael Jackson 
Story World Tour” were held on 
May 6 and 7, 2022, at the Casino de 
Pornic in France. The King of Pop’s 
legendary guitarist, Jennifer Batten

also made an appearance 
at this concert. The 
woman who performed 
alongside Michael Jackson 
for thirty-seven years 
doubled for Matis in his 
role as a lookalike 
performer by

performing alongside the King of 
Pop on his greatest hits. It’s a 
dream come true for Matis and 
the culmination of many years of 
hard work. Other big names in 
the international music scene also 
took part in this tribute, including 
Pascal MULOT (Johnny 
HALLIDAY) on bass and Julien T 
E K E Y A N (Black Eyed Peas, 
Coldplay) on drums.

A legendary venue : the Lido

On March 28, 2018, he 
performed on the 
legendary Parisian stage, 
Le Lido, alongside 
dancers from the Paris-
based association Mj 
Danse et Solidarité—of 
which he has been the 
patron for the past ten 
years—in a Michael 
Jackson show produced for 
the Travel d’Or awards.



Artistic Director

In 2014, after numerous performances 
throughout France, Matis decided to create a 
live tribute project featuring professional 
musicians, singers, and dancers. This concert is 
a recreation of the King of Pop’s “Bad” tour, 
titled “For You Michael Tour”. It took two 
years of intensive preparation to bring this 
ambitious project to fruition. From 
choreography to musical composition and 
vocals, Matis successfully brought this project 
to life on stage. Multiple performances of the 
“For You Michael Tour” took place in France, 
particularly during summer festivals. A DVD of 
this concert is also available for purchase. The 
concept of the “For You Michael Tour” 
continues to evolve based on client requests and 
adapts to all kinds of performances.

As a patron of the Paris-based nonprofit Mj 
Danse & Solidarité since 2011, Matis shares his 
passion for the King of Pop through masterclasses 
held primarily in Paris. Matis also participates in 
numerous artistic performances through this 
organization, which remains dedicated to charitable 
causes. Partnerships with other organizations such as 
Leucémie Espoir, Secours Populaire, and the 
Red Cross help carry forward the message of 
solidarity and hope that Michael Jackson loved so 
much to share with his audience.



As a dance instructor at his dance school, Matis teaches 
the art of dance with passion and kindness, covering 
various styles such as hip-hop and modern jazz. In 
keeping with Michael Jackson’s values, this school is 
open to everyone, welcoming beginners, intermediate 
students, and experienced dancers ages 8 and up. The 
goal of this association is to teach skills in the areas of 
dance, strength training, and wellness, as well as 
relaxation techniques. Some students from this school 
have been trained by Matis and other instructors to join 
the elite troupe. 



The role of an actor in a feature film

In addition to dancing and singing, Matis has 
always been interested in film. Creating 
videos of his own performances and 
producing music videos are skills Matis has 
acquired in the field of post-production. By 
2023, Matis will be moving to the other side 
of the screen no longer as a video editor, but 
as an actor. He was spotted by a casting 
director looking for someone to play the 
role of Michael Jackson in a French feature 
film, *Alibi.com : The Second Chapter*, 
directed by Philippe LACHEAU (actor and 
director). This new experience in the film 
industry will allow him to showcase his 
impersonation skills to a wide audience.
